Light on the Liturgy

31st Sunday in Ordinary Time: The Eucharistic Prayer, 7

 The second defining characteristic of the Berakah 
prayers, and of our Eucharistic Prayers, is the Anamnesis 
(Greek for “remembering”).  This is found in each of our 
Eucharistic Prayers, beginning with what is called the 
“Institution Narrative” (commonly referred to as the 
Consecration) and continuing after the Memorial Acclamation: 
“Therefore, O Lord, as we celebrate the memorial of the 
saving Passion of your Son, his wondrous Resurrection and 
Ascension into heaven…we offer you in thanksgiving this holy 
and living sacrifice.” (Euch. Prayer III) 
 In the Mass, however, “remembering” has a special 
meaning.  It includes the idea of “making present.”  That is, as 
we remember and give thanks for God’s great saving actions, 
he makes these past actions present for us so we can 
participate in them and receive their benefits.  This meaning is 
based on, and derived from, the biblical origins of our liturgy.  
For example, the understanding of the Passover Meal was 
that God had commanded this meal as a remembrance of the 
Exodus, God’s greatest saving action of the Old Covenant.  
They shared in the meal so they would remember and be part 
of that saving action.  Thus, when Jesus asked us to “do this 
in remembrance of me,” the intent was clear.  As you 
remember my great saving actions, you will share in these 
actions (be reconciled to God through me), receive their 
benefits and continue them in your world.   
 The importance of remembering what God has done 
for us cannot be overstated.  It not only calls to mind these 
past actions but also reminds of who this God whom we 
revere and worship really is – not some distant, all-powerful, 
mysterious being whom we need to fear because of his power 
over us.  Rather, he is one who created us in his image and 
likeness and cares for us so much that he became one like us 
in all things but sin - and thus made an intimate relationship 
with him possible, just as Adam and Eve had in the Garden.  
There is a great consolation in this remembering, especially 
when the world seems particularly chaotic and out of control.   
If this all-powerful Being is our friend (and he is) and has done 
all these things for us in the past, is it not prudent to think that 
he still cares for us and will help us through whatever turmoil 
life throws at us?    (cont. next week)

THIRTY-FIRST SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 



 I mentioned on All Hallows Eve that I had spent some 
time with the junior high students at the Rockside Campus.  The 
conversation was about the weaving together the evening, as 
well as the day of the celebration of those Saints who were 

heroic in the life of the church.  
Those who had displayed the 
qualities of blessedness associated 
with Jesus.  We got to discussing 
super heroes and I asked about the 
“man of steel” and his association 
with Moses in the book of Exodus.  
They knew of the reference to 
Superman and from my memory I 
filled in how both the comic book 
h e r o  a n d  M o s e s  w e r e 
associated.  Both were found and 
raised by non-family and were 

significant in the life of the people in leadership.  That said, we 
got to talking about superheroes and I was asked if I knew Stan 
Lee and other figures that were current.  I had to admit I was not 
up on the most recent and steered the conversation to Saints 
who were heroic in their witness to the person of Jesus.  Those 
who had exhibited in their lives the characteristics of Jesus 
Himself.   That brought us into a conversation about how we, as 
well, can be formed and fashioned into the likeness that we are 
baptized into and live sanctified lives.  All Hallows Eve then 
prepares us for the celebration of those we may seek to imitate 
as having lived heroic lives worthy of imitation.  The celebration 
of All Saints gave us the reading from the Book of Revelation 
and the words about being anointed.  As those who 
were anointed at Baptism and received anointing as well in being 
sealed in the Holy Spirit we are given the capacity to live fruitful 
lives in a manner worthy of the teachings of the Gospel.  The 
celebration is an opportunity to review our own development and 
formation as to how we are being shaped in the ways of the 
teachings of Jesus.  Truth be told that we can be shaped 
otherwise.  In stringing together the days, I asked what a “time 
out” was, and a few acknowledged that it was an opportunity to 
consider their behavior and so be cleansed from habits that were 
not helpful.  The cleansing then brought up a conversation about 
purgatory.  A kind of time out and  a state of purification and 
refinement and so prayer for those in need of prayerful 
assistance.  The integration of the three days gives us much to 
consider as to imitation of those who have been heroic in the life 
of the church.  It also asks for the kind of perspective that life is 
in continual formation in being fashioned in likeness to the one 
we are baptized into and possess within ourselves.  May we 
seek to be heroic in our witness to the one who calls us to be 
saints.  Mindful as well of those in need of continual refinement.

Imaging Jesus sitting across the 
table from me, I want to be taught as He would teach a new 
disciple.  There are lessons that I have learned over the 
years, be kind, compassionate without judgment and in 
seeking, to experience unconditional love by God.  There 
are things I can’t begin to entertain in thought, what He has 
yet to teach me, and the courage to be fashioned and 
molded.  I think of the mustard seed and the kingdom of 
God and sense, not sure how quite to explain, that the 
Kingdom of God is present Here and now and yet also to 
come.  He guides my steps and lately, I need lots of 
guiding.  As I walk this journey, like the mustard seed, I 
grow from a minuscule seed, planted at baptism, towards a 
bush that birds can nest in.  I am getting there, it is a 
lifelong process with the addition of my faith I know that I 
am with Him now and in the future too but in that process 
and I ask God to guide me and give me the courage to 
grow.  So, to the question from Luke what do I want.  I want 
to follow Jesus with all my Heart.  The same reading in 
Matthew (Matt 20:30) has the crowds telling the two blind 
men to be quiet, I do not want to be quieted as my inner 
fears can tell me to be.  I want my voice Heard and it is.  I 
just need the courage to speak louder.  I need the wisdom 
to know that the path I am on is the correct one or that I 
need to change directions.  The beauty of this musing is 
that I grow where God plants me, I am fed by the Eucharist, 
the sacred Gospels, and my prayer time.  I know what the 
Kingdom of God looks like in this world and I am striving to 
be an active participant in it.  I do not always have an 
answer to the question “what do you want me to do for 
you”, but I know that whatever God does, it is all grace.  I 
just need the courage to change when I need to.  This 
brings joy to my Heart as I constantly long to do God’s will 
and sometimes I walk with questions, but He always 
answers me.  Like the blind man, in the answer, I get my 
sight back, my direction to go forward, to grow and know 
that my faith has healed me.  Jesus gave me more than 
any answer I could come up with, and there is healing, 
peace and comfort in His answer, there is his Kingdom of 
God on earth.
